It starts with a
Certification Task Book of qualifying individual performance required for a Fire Inspector I.

The Fire Inspector | Capstone Task Book contains the "approved standards" in the form of
tasks, which have been established by State Fire Training and support the 2009 NFPA 1031
Standard for Fire Inspector Professional Qualifications.

The Capstone Task Book is designed with a specific focus on a particular certification track,
and contains a refined set of skills and knowledge that are necessary to be successful in that
position.
