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SUBJECT/AGENDA ACTION ITEM: Integration of National Fire Academy Courses into State Fire Training

Recommended Actions: Information/Discussion

Background Information:

The National Fire Academy (NFA) has provided access to course materials of thirty five (35) two-
day courses; with the intent that California provide interested parties the ability to deliver these
courses locally.

Many of the courses are the same currently utilized in the Course Call program, where the NFA
provides nine, two day courses each federal fiscal year, with the NFA providing the instructor at no
cost to the host agency.

Analysis/Summary of Issue:

State Fire Training (SFT) must develop administrative and internal processes to make these
courses available to interested agencies, including instructor qualifications, program costs, etc.
Currently, two courses are directly related to the Community Risk Officer series (Youth Firesetting
Prevention and Intervention Level | and II).

SFT sees value in these courses within a Continuing Education Program, the Volunteer Fire
Service, and has distributed one course to a FIRESCOPE specialist group for evaluation purposes.

A SFT action plan will be developed and submitted for the next STEAC meeting.
Courses delivered via this program will not include ACE credit.
