Steve Guarino provided the group the “OSFM l-3 Occupancy Codes Task Group Ground Rules” Handout (Attachment).  Ground Rules were discussed and approved.

4.  Code Adoption Process and Time Frames                    K. Reinertson

Kevin Reinertson provided the group an overview of the code adoption process and the important time frames for the 2012 Triennial Annual Code Adoption Cycle.  
CODE ADOPTION:
· OSFM will be adopting 2012 International Codes

· SFM must submit its rulemaking one year from publication

· Currently in the pre-rulemaking phase now

· All regulation proposals shall be approved by Agency Secretary, Director, State Fire Marshal, etc. before it’ is submitted to the California Building Standards Commission (CBSC)

· Pre-rulemaking package shall be submitted to Chief Tonya Hoover before March 1, 2012

· OSFM submits the regulation package to CBSC in June 2012

· Package goes through the CBSC’s process for approval, denial, modification and adoption.  

· Proposals will be heard by CBSC Building Fire and Other advisory Committee July/August.

· There will be a 45 day comment period and could have additional commit periods.

· Final CBSC action January 2013.

· July 1, 2013 the regulations (Title 24 California Codes of Regulations, Building, Fire, Electrical, etc)  will be published and will be effective/enforceable 180 days later (January 2014)

 5.  Establish Goals and Objectives
Steve Guarino asked if anyone would volunteer to be a Co-Chair for this task group.  Carmelito Cataylo motioned to elect Lorenzo Lopez as Co-Chair.  No other nominations were provided, motion was made by Carmelito Cataylo to approve Lorenzo Lopez as Co-Chair and it was seconded by Troy Morris.  All members agreed.



The following were open for discussion:

PURPOSE

The group discussed what is the purpose of the “I-3 Occupancy Codes Task Group”?  The group agreed and approved the following:

The purpose of this committee will be to advise the State Fire Marshal on all matters relating to fire and panic safety regulations and building standards relating to facilities where persons are restrained in an effort to ensure a safe, secure and code compliant environment. To identify facilities or portions thereof, where persons are restrained that would be classified by the CBC as group I-3 occupancies.



SCOPE
The group looked at Chief Hoover’s letter that out lined the “Scope” of the task group and decided to use it as a starting point to define the “Scope”.  The letter stated:

The scope of the project is to review and evaluate the current California Code of Regulations, Title 24 - California Building Code, Section 308.4 Group 1-3 to determine if revisions (amendments) are needed in regards to occupancy of certain facilities.  The task group will develop and provide recommendations to the State Fire Marshal for consideration and/or implementation.     

The “Scope” was changed and approved per group discussion to the following:
The scope of the project is to review and evaluate the current California Code of Regulations, Title 24 – California Building Code, Group I-3 provisions and other facilities or occupancies where persons can be restrained to determine if revisions (amendments) are needed for the  next California Code cycle.  The task group will develop and provide recommendations to the State Fire Marshal for consideration and/or implementation. We anticipate completion o f this project within six (6) months.      
GOALS
The group discussed and approved the following:

1. Provide clarity to all stakeholders.

· Re-evaluate existing code and SFM code interpretations

· Better communication between Stakeholders regarding new code and interpretations

· Provide balance between fire and life safety and security. 

2. Provide unified consensus for regulations and standards.

· Look at all regulations and codes for accuracy, ambiguity and consistency as they relate to areas where persons are restrained.

· Review and make recommendations for proposed code changes to the State Fire Marshal in accordance with Health and Safety Code Section 18930.
