8) SUPPORTING INFORMATION (State purpose and reason, and provide substantiation to support proposed change):
The 1997 Uniform Building Code (UBC) requires higher fire resistance ratings for exterior non-bearing walls for Types |, II-
F.R., lll, and IV construction [Types I, lll, and IV construction according to the International Building Code (IBC)]. This

change will require those types of construction to have higher fire resistance ratings consistent with the concept of the
higher fire resistance ratings for exterior walls in Table 5-A of the UBC. Exterior walls in Types I, lll and IV construction
have traditionally been required to have these higher fire resistance ratings to protect against exterior fire exposures from
adjacent buildings.
