SFM is proposing to modify Exception 2 (2.1.and 2.1). The wording “listed or approved” (Exception 2.1) and “adding
“listed or” (Exception 2.2) provides language to Exception 2 which will provide industry as well as the Authority
Having Jurisdiction the ability to review products and/or systems capable of maintaining the current level of protection
while giving the applicant the option of utilizing new gas detection technologies. By addition the wording “listed or
approved to both subsections (2.1 and 2.2) of Exception 2 the safety for emergency responders and the community
would be maintained, through the review and approval process for these gas detection systems, based on the data
submitted. This amendment is consistent with the previous requirements and maintains the fire and life safety policy
of the SFM. The amendment does not have change in regulatory effect.

Permit requirements for production facilities, pyrotechnics and special effects and Live audiences are not specifically
addressed in the IFC. This amendment is consistent with the previous requirements contained in the 2001 California
Fire Code. The amendment does not have change in regulatory effect.
